Woodcroft Wildspace is a 5 acre site 
close to Winchmore Hill Green. It is 
owned by Enfield Council.  
 
Woodcroft Wildspace is now a Limited 
Company and has signed a Licence from 
Enfield Council enabling us to continue 
conservation work on part of the site.  
We need regular volunteers to help do 
the work to put this conservation area in 
place. 
 
The overall objective is to turn it into an 
educational Wildspace promoting a bet-
ter understanding of our  
environment for generations to come. 
 
We welcome the  involvement of expert 
advice to advise on suitable shrubs and 
trees - as well as insect, bird and animal 
environments. 
 
Our next objectives are :- 
 
• Finalise the 125 year Lease for the 

site from Enfield Council 
 
• to become a registered charity
